50-100ft. clothesline (Cotton or plastic line)
Dust masks (N95 particulate respirator dust
masks preferred)
Heavy-duty, waterproof dishwashing gloves
(Latex-free, non-surgical. Durable for
multiple-use)
Work gloves (Cotton with leather palm or all
leather)
20-28 heavy-duty or contractor-type 30-45
gallon trash bags on a roll
6-9oz. bottle of non-aerosol insect repellent
(Pump spray bottles must have protective
covers. Packs of 10-20 insect repellent wipes
also acceptable)
